11:30 a.m., 1:30
p.m., 3:30 p.m. and 5 p.m.

e Summer cruises sail daily May 18 - Oct. 8 and depart Monday — Thursday at 10 a.m., 11 a.m., 12
p.m.,1p.m., 1:30 p.m., 2 p.m., 3 p.m., 3:30 p.m., 4 p.m., 5:30 p.m., 7:30 p.m. and every half hour
from 9:30 a.m. — 4 p.m., 5 and 5:30 p.m. Friday - Sunday. Additional cruises depart at 11:30 a.m.
on Thursday, 9 a.m. on Saturday and Sunday, and 7:30 p.m. on Friday and Sunday.

o The Capture Chicago Photography Cruises depart Saturday and Sundays only at 9:00
a.m.
o Twilight River Cruises depart at 7:30 p.m. Sunday — Friday only.

e Early fall cruises depart daily Oct. 9 - Oct. 28, departing at 10 a.m., 12 p.m., 1 p.m., 2 p.m. and 3
p.m. with additional cruises Friday — Sunday at 11 a.m., 11:30 a.m., 1:30 p.m., 3:30 p.m., 4 p.m., 5
p.m. and 5:30 p.m.

e Late fall cruises operate daily from Oct. 29 — Nov 19 with cruises departing daily at 10 a.m., 12
p.m., 2 p.m. and 4 p.m., with additional cruises departing at 11 a.m., 1 p.m., 3 p.m. and 5 p.m. on
Friday — Sunday.

The CAF River Cruise aboard Chicago’s First Lady Cruises departs from the southeast corner of the Michigan
Avenue Bridge at Wacker Drive just three blocks north of Millennium Park. A blue awning marks the entrance
to the stairway leading to the Riverside Gardens docking area. Discounted self-park is located at 233 N.
Michigan Avenue. Guests with limited mobility may find an ADA ramp located at State Street and Wacker
Drive, and limited mobility drop-off directions can be found at CruiseChicago.com.
